« The City has adopted a new Stormwater Master Plan and a Floodplain
Management Plan resulting in a CRS Rating increase from a 6 to a 5. This
increase will reduce flood insurance premiums for all flood insurance policy
holders in the City and is expected to save approximately $1.2 million citywide
($113-$315 per homeowner).

« New Building Code amendments went into effect on December 31, 2017.
« City raised the freeboard elevation to 2 feet for any property in the flood zone.

« The entire City has been working with Plante Moran, the 14%" largest certified
